MHK Group pushes digitalization

MHK Unternehmer Cockpit, MHK.net and paperless ZR processing make everyday business easier 

Dreieich, November 20, 2020. Tomorrow's success is no longer determined solely by the commitment of the entrepreneur. Increasingly, it is the digitalisation of the company that is decisive, deciding on data that is generated on a daily basis. To evaluate this data, the MHK Group has developed a new tool for its partners: the “MHK Unternehmer Cockpit”. 

 "Analysing and drawing conclusions is the motto today - for the targeted management of business and employees," emphasises Werner Heilos, Chairman of the MHK Group. The basis is formed by the data generated within the company. With every newly created customer, with every planning, with every change, with every sales contract, there would be a wealth of data. This includes prices of the goods as gross, net, net sales, gross sales or gross profit, but also programmes, colours, equipment, accessories of the suppliers, who sold the commission with which supplier, which goods and at what price? The “MHK Unternehmer Cockpit” links this wealth of data in a meaningful way and evaluates it. Thus, the entrepreneur can see at a glance how much turnover is made with which supplier, how high the gross profit is, which marketing campaigns were successful and how employees performed. In addition, all important commercial figures can be read daily, from the incoming orders of the current month including gross profit and extrapolation for the month to corresponding comparisons with the previous year. In addition, turnover and gross profit over time are displayed. A truly unique feature of the new MHK Entrepreneur Cockpit is the benchmarking function, which enables shareholders to compare their company with others in an anonymous way. "For this purpose, groups with exclusively comparable businesses are formed," explains Werner Heilos. 

The “MHK Unternehmer Cockpit” was integrated into the internal communication platform MHK.net. The MHK Group already took the step into digital communication and networking with its extranet 20 years ago. Since then, the platform has undergone continuous development. Partners can find information and templates from almost all business areas, from conditions documents and customer enquiries to industry news and marketing documents to sample contracts. Now MHK.net is being set up from scratch. But it will not only have a completely new modern look. "Thanks to the innovative technology, the communication platform will be much faster", explains macrocom Managing Director Peter Leszinski. "In addition, the applications will also run on the tablet or smartphone in the future, making our partners more flexible". In addition to the MHK Unternehmer Cockpit, it should also be possible to integrate further new solutions for trade and craft. The new MHK.net will be presented to the partners next year.

Central settlement is now also handled 100 percent digitally via MHK.net. "The elimination of paper, combined with electronic document dispatch and the possibility of having data export files for accounting sent online, means that our customers are no longer dependent on personnel-intensive business processes, which pose particular risks in corona times," reports Thomas Ries, Managing Director of the MHK central regulator Industrie- und Handels-Treuhand (IHT). In the meantime, around 80 percent of supplier invoices are also received electronically. "Day-to-day business is particularly essential and, as with the new MHK Unternehmer Cockpit or our MHK.net, our digitalization strategy is also taking effect in central regulation," says a satisfied Kirk Mangels, who as MHK board member is responsible for digitalisation. "The electronic invoice, for example, has enormous advantages for suppliers because their sometimes extremely high invoice volume is always processed immediately and on a daily basis, just in time and without possible processing backlogs. And our shareholders benefit from this in the same way.
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
