Dreieich, 10 June 2022: It was the first face-to-face meeting in two and a half years for the 30 young entrepreneurs from MHK: the workshop at the KAMPA Building Innovation Centre in Waldhausen, which was entitled “Future Research and Architecture”.

In his welcoming speech, MHK Expansion Manager Markus Paul emphasised that the last two years in particular, with the pandemic, digitalisation, the war in Ukraine and the supply problems, have shown how rapidly our world is changing. “It is all the more important that we think about tomorrow today.”

“Just like the prefabricated house manufacturer KAMPA. When our customers buy a house today, they do not want it to be outdated tomorrow,” stressed host Georg Hammerstingl during the tour of the building. “That's why we continuously deal with the question what the living space of the future will look like and also take tomorrow’s trends into account when designing and planning our houses.” One of these trends is ‘Smart Home’, which is also increasingly finding its way into the kitchen, as Bernd Weisser, Head of Sales/Marketing/Strategy at nobilia, Bernd Schulte, Key Account Manager Sales nobilia and BOSCH Sales Manager Antonio Terrada reported not only as representatives of their companies, but rather as futurologists of the industry. 

Finally, workshop coach Stefan Suchaneck made it clear how MHK’s young entrepreneurs can assert themselves as experts in the digital age. “Get in touch with people!” demanded the neuro-aesthetician, retail designer, business psychologist, management consultant, speaker and university lecturer. “We people trust a story, a narrative. Therefore, create additional values that can make a sales price higher! Emotionalise the business and create your own personal story!”
